Collect:  8:15pm or at the end of the production if you have tickets and are watching in the audience. 

Year Six main cast, stage crew, sound, lighting crew all arrive at 5:30pm 

Parents, please remember that the performance starts at 6:30pm prompt. You should arrive in plenty of time to be 
seated before the start of the performance.
